6. "All goodness, righteousness and truth" are described as the "fruit of

light" (v9). Explain this odd terminology is ways that a non-Christian

could understand.

When you

meet Him, what is the first thing you want to say to God?

8. Why do the words "Awake, O sleeper..." apply to a) the unsaved; and

to b) practicing Christians?
